Qualified candidates may be eligible to receive a commitment from a school
to be hired before the summer peak hiring season. Candidates in high-need
certification areas who accept an early commitment offer from an eligible
school, and complete their early commitment form before June 15, may be

eligible to receive a $1,000 stipend!
